Brevard Public Schools Advanced Placement Diploma 

2008-2009 will be the first year Brevard Public Schools has offered the Brevard Public Schools Advanced Placement Diploma. In order to meet the additional requirements to earn a Brevard Public Schools Advanced Placement Diploma, a student must complete a minimum of six full-year AP courses (six credits) or a combination of full-year courses and semester courses totaling six credits chosen from three different subject areas of the five subject areas.  In addition, the student must earn a score of 3 or higher on each of the exams for the courses selected.

Students will state their intention to work toward the BPS AP Diploma by completing an application (statement of intent) signed by the student and his/her parent or guardian by the end of the first semester of their senior year.

While most students will not receive the results of their last AP exams until July following their graduation, the eligible students with the potential to successfully fulfill the requirements will be recognized at their graduation ceremonies as candidates for the diploma.  An additional event will be scheduled honoring successful completion after AP exam results for the graduation year have been received.
